Personal Technology

e Laptop computer: As part of the Upper School one-to-one laptop programme, all
students are required to bring a laptop computer to school each day. In general, the
most important specifications are that the laptop must be fast enough to use
within seconds, light enough to easily carry back and forth to school, and possess a
powerful enough battery to be able to use it all day. Additionally, students must be
able to install software on their laptop, so that they can run the course-specific
software.
